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{Abstract)

The Shanghai Style Culture could be traced to the Culture of Wu and Yue in Late Spring and
Autumn Period. And the thriving JiangNan Culture which was developed through the movements
of migration to the south in the Jin and Song Dynasty was the origin of the Shanghai Style Culture.
In modemn times, with the grow-up of Shanghai, the Shanghai Style Culture, which began with
painting and drama, was officially formed.
