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The Effect of Peer Relationship, Teacher Relationship,

< ABSTRACT >

The purpose of this study was to investigate the mediating and moderating effects of peer
relationship, teacher relationship, teacher morale, and school satisfaction on the relationship
between the parenting type and career maturity of adolescents. This study used the Gyeonggi-do
Institute of Education’ s Education Longitudinal study of 7 years(2018, first grade of high school
students). The total number of participants was 5,410, with 2,729(50.4%) male students and
2,681(9.6%) female students. Results obtained from the analyses were as follows. First, the
parenting type(supervision type) had a positive effects on peer relationship, teacher relationship,
teacher morale, and school satisfaction. The more positive the parenting type(supervision type),
the more peer relationship, teacher relationship, teacher morale, and school satisfaction were
increased. Second, peer relationship, teacher relationship, teacher passion, and school satisfaction
partially mediated the relationship between the parenting type and career maturity of adolescents.
Third, only teacher passion moderated the relationship between parenting type and career
maturity.
