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Comments on the continuation and practice of community in a
post-multicultural society
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Abstract

In future urban communities, a new paradigm is needed in which all citizens can participate
in community formation as active members and practical beings of the community. This paper
discusses an active humanistic approach to multiculturalism as a way to increase social
capacity. To overcome disasters and crises, this paper conducts discussions on the foundation
of Humanities and the literacy capabilities to change the paradigm of creating a local
community based on solidarity across nationalities and races. In order to enter an era in which
all community members fulfill their roles and responsibilities as citizens, literacy skills are
required as a communicator of humanities and community connection. This thesis attempts a
more comprehensive and objective reflection on our society as a prerequisite for developing literacy
capabilities in a post-multicultural society. This thesis discusses the dangers of discrimination and
exclusion inherent in advanced technology development and convenience. Instead of sympathy and
tolerance toward strangers, discrimination and exclusion, that is, humanistic foundations such as
the ethics of hospitality, are important factors for enhancing the literacy capacity of the community.
We propose a ‘Communicator’ who can learn the humanities aimed by the community and lead a
complete fusion between community and community, and between individual and individual.
Communicators are universal citizens who can form and operate communities, and
communicators with humanistic literacy capabilities are necessary citizens in a post-
multicultural society.
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I. Introduction

In 2020, many rural areas in South Korea faced a crisis of extinction due to the aging population
and the declining birth rate. According to the “Korea Rural Extinction Risk Index 2019”, 97 out of 228
cities, counties and wards nationwide in October this year are at risk of extinction, accounting for
42.5% of the total, which is close to half of the rural areas. It is an important factor of the population
shock and has a tendency of rapid declining birthrate and aging population.! The government and
local governments also seriously considered the problem of the disappearance of local areas, and set
out various measures such as the relocation of government agencies and public institutions to local
areas and the relocation of administrative capitals. However, South Korea is facing a contradiction in
which migration and movement between nations are free and universal, while facing the
disappearance of the region, which is an absolute population decline.2 According to the "2018 Local
Government Organization's Current Status of Foreign Residents (Population Housing Survey Data of
the Statistics Agency)", the number of foreigners residing in South Korea was 2,054,621 in November
2018, and the domestic population was 51,629,512.3 In this reality, as a population policy alternative,
we are demanding that our society be transformed into a multicultural society. 4

However, in the midst of the orientation and change of the multicultural society, the phenomenon
of discrimination in our culture is still appearing. The 2020 corona (COVID19) epidemic showed that
the distinction between foreigners and Koreans was meaningless in a disaster situation that showed
that the transmission of infectious diseases was prejudice and discrimination. Nevertheless, with the
progress of the Corona 19 Disaster Relief Fund, some people try to discriminate between foreigners
and Koreans. There is an urgent need for public awareness of community members to overcome the
discrimination inherent in multiculturalism when post-multicultural society needs change in a
multicultural society. A humanistic spirit is absolutely necessary for members of the community to
enter a post-multicultural society that fulfills its role and responsibility as a citizen. 5

There is a need for a new paradigm in which all citizens are active members of the community

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and are pragmatic and able to participate in the formation of the community. This treatise discusses
multicultural positive literary efforts as a way to enhance social capacity.® It is necessary to raise and
disseminate the humanities spirit in order to shift the paradigm of creating a healthy community
based on solidarity across nationalities and races to overcome disasters and crises. In this treatise, we
insist that humanities education will be implemented in order to build a literary foundation for the
enhancement and dissemination of the humanities spirit, and discuss the enhancement of literacy
ability as a measure.

II. Humanities in Post-Multicultural Society

1. Sustainable development of communities and humanities

Today, we are living in various cultural communities. The "Standard Korean Dictionary" defines
multiculturalism as a mixture of many ethnic and national cultures in society, but most cities are
where multiculturalism is spatially mixed.” Therefore, discussions on a post-cultural community
should start in the city. By the way, the sustainable development of cities is a global issue for the time
being due to various factors that increase the unpredictability of the city's future.

Sustainable Development was published in 1987 by the World Environmental Development
Commission (WCED) in Our Common Future, "development and development that meets the needs
of the current generation while not impeding their ability to meet their needs." The sustainable
development law enacted in 2008 defines economic growth, social stability and integration, and
environmental conservation as balanced development based on the concept of sustainability, which
means that future generations will not waste resources, or reduce the environment. 8 In addition,
Korea can present 122 detailed targets and 214 indicators as national sustainable development targets
(K-SDGs) and categorize them into 17 targets.

Although Korea grew economically due to industrialization that began in the 1970s, sustainable
development began with awareness that it could not solve new problems in terms of culture, society,
and the environment. What is needed to solve the local problems that are under great threat from the
sustainable development of cities? UNESCO (United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization) said that urban development must be people-centric and compatible with local culture.
The United Nations in 2015 identified culture as an important resource for sustainable development,
in order to contribute to the development of cities into fair and comprehensive cities. 9 The reason
why we focused on culture is that it increases social cohesion, promotes dialogue and understanding
among local communities, and contributes to improving the quality of life. *© Through what Professor
Kim Woo-chang said, we can understand the role of culture in the community.

If culture has significant meaning in human life, there is also a cultural function to show a
higher level of existence in human life. Culture is not just a secular medium for people to live
together. It is also the function of culture that makes you feel a high level of reason, deep
emotion, and spirit, and shows you the way to go. And through that, we should give them the
trust to participate in a certain spiritual community. This demands dialectical sublimation
of the human mind. However, we need to study ways to sublimate into a global universal
culture and human community consciousness based on multicultural and not one culture. **

It is culture that gives us the confidence to participate in a community, and such a culture will
solve the problems of the city. So, what specific measures can culture contribute to the sustainable
development of cities and to the improvement of local communities? In this paper, it is necessary to
re-examine humanities in order to predict future risks through exploration of past urban conflicts and
conflict experiences, and to respond to the demands of the new era. The role of humanities should
not end with lectures on civil education or culture, but should demonstrate the public practical skills
inherent in humanities. In other words, humanities can meet demands for public practice and social

Interest in humanities in 2020 is being promoted through government policies and projects such
as urban regeneration projects, humanities projects, and campus towns. It is also necessary to create
an external framework through the formation of a project-centered humanities city. More
importantly, however, is to find ways to promote the humanities and wisdom of individual citizens
and strengthen their humanities skills for the sustainable development of cities through the fusion of
local communities and humanities. In Korean society, the value of a new city structure is urgently
needed based on the reason for the existence of a community and the reason for its citizenship. Cities
have reasons for their existence when the spirit of community that allows them to live together is
deeply ingrained in the history, stories, and identity of cities. 2 In doing so, the concept can be
extended to a space where the community settles, not to limit the city to specific areas or
administrative districts. Humanities is the core element of sustainable urban development because
the history, stories, and identity of the city as a settlement space of the community are linked to
humanities.

2. Community literacy and humanities

The government promotes policies similar to those of the relocation of administrative agencies to
solve problems that arise in the centralized system and the metropolitan area, and claims to be
decentralized in cultural, social, and educational fields. Civil society and the government have sought
policy multiculturalism in order to overcome the problems caused by the rapid increase in
international marriages, minimize possible confusion caused by the influx of races and cultures, and
achieve social integration.’s However, in order for such policies to be implemented effectively, a
foundation is needed to connect communities and facilitate smooth communication, and a means of
communication is absolutely necessary.

Currently, it is becoming a multicentral society where the centers of multiple strata are connected
through regional superconnection.+ Globalization of culture is not a dichotomy between the center
and surrounding areas, but rather a complex aspect. Globalization can be attributed to the influx of
central culture into the surrounding areas, but it can also lead to changes in the surrounding culture.
In addition, it is possible to borrow the central part of the culture of the peripheral part, and it also
creates hybridity phenomenonization phenomenon.’s A multicentric society that is merging is a form
of society that we should aim for. In order to embrace the community and become a multi-centroid
that connects the community, a community-connected communicator is needed. When it is necessary
to move from decentralization to multicentric society, a communicator that connects communities is

Human beings use a variety of symbols for communication, but language is the most elaborate
and accurate. However, it is impossible for multilayered communities to share a certain time zone
with the same space and communicate at the same time. In the end, we have no choice but to
understand each other's community through writing. The ability to connect and understand
communities that span time and space is the literacy ability to understand and adapt the essence of
communities in a multi-layered society and cultural environment in a multicultural society.'”

This paper proposes the development of literacy capabilities as a measure for the sustainability of
local cities and cultural communities. The fourth goal of the National Sustainable Development Goals
(K-SDGs) is to ensure an equal approach to higher education, including high-quality technical
education, vocational education and university education, and to provide understanding and
arithmetic abilities of all youth and many adults. Literacy is a state of being able to read and write
official terms?8, but for the sustainable development of a city, a sophisticated functional sentence is
required, not a minimum sentence to read and write simple sentences. In this paper, in order for all
members to play a new role as communicators in a multicentric society, functional literacy of society
and culture is necessary.

Literacy is not just a concept that includes superficial meaning for reading and writing
words. Literacy is defined by the "language" which is a communication code that can be used
in time or society or culture. Literacy is a complex concept that allows you to understand the
essence of a complex social environment and situation. Literacy is expanding from simply
the ability to read and write words to the ability to adapt and cope with a society that is
changing further. Promoting cultural literacy is the same as enhancing cultural intelligence
and cultural intelligence.9

So, what do we need to develop communication skills with literacy? This paper focuses on
humanities. Humanities acts as a medium for connecting life and the field, individual thoughts, and
collective intelligence. Therefore, humanities should be given a new role in cultivating literacy skills
to understand the essence of cultural communities. Literacy discourse on social change, and it is

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natural that changes and expansion are repeated accordingly. However, the fundamental orientation
of literacy, in which human beings understand and change themselves through reading and writing,
recognizes the world, and solves problems, remains the same. 2°

II. Cultural diversity and civic education

The need for literacy capabilities is highly emphasized in modern society. However, in
modern society, the literacy environment that can cause cognitive imbalances is becoming
more serious. The rapid entry into multi-racial and multi-cultural societies, the remarkable
development of electronic media and science and technology, and the routinization of
discrimination and disgust enable a completely different experience. The big problem here is
that social consensus cannot keep up with the speed of change. Therefore, in order to develop
literacy ability, a more comprehensive and objective reflection on the foundation of literacy in
our society is needed. This makes it possible to understand the structure of discrimination
hidden in society.

Most societies recommend consideration for the vulnerable. This is because societies that
discriminate against the vulnerable are well aware of the difficulty of maintaining the health
and sustainability of their communities. The vulnerable are those who exist outside the normal
boundaries of society. At this time, the discourse of discrimination against the vulnerable and
the prohibition of discrimination occurs essentially in the same logic. Prohibition of
discrimination against persons with disabilities, sexual minorities, non-regular workers,
women and the elderly is only likely to be granted if the minority is Korean.

Prohibition of discrimination against a small number of Korean nationals has universal
validity. Prohibition of discrimination against foreigners raises suspicion. However, in
modern society, unlike the past, it is an era in which various races and ethnic groups must live
together. Finding foreigners is no longer difficult in most local cities. It is not easy to spread
the awareness of the minority in the reality that people from other countries, other religions,
and other cultures coexist in the region.

For example, most refugee humanitarian responses show strong opposition or reject
minimal judgment. Gentiles are unknown beings who do not share the cultural code of Korean
society and are an unpredictable group. They are literally pure batters. The reason for defense
against external attacks justifies violence against Gentiles. In particular, Korean society is
firmly based on the emotion and trust of a single ethnic group, which is reflected in the
antipathy and rejection of Gentiles. Nevertheless, the reality is that Gentiles have no choice
but to become major members of Korean society due to political and economic factors at home
and abroad.

The cultural environment and mainstream ideology of a society acts on the basis of the
literacy of individual members. And the technological development of modern society works
to strengthen these values and spread them widely. Prior to the development of electronic
media, it was common to receive systematic writing training under public education. In
writing in this process, there was also training to internalize the social order and rules,

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common sense and ethics. In addition, there is a certain threshold for actually writing and
publishing sentences. That is, they need to own various forms of social capital and can convey
their writing to others. Only by having the expertise to write in newspapers, magazines and
scholarly journals, and at least owning the personal capital to publish, can we participate in
public discourse.

On the other hand, the development of the Internet has brought about a fundamental
change in writing, building a unique literacy environment based on the convenience of
connection and the immediacy of reaction. The development of electronic media has
significantly lowered the barriers to entry for writing. Those who want to write an article now
can leave their opinions on the Internet without major difficulty. This created conditions for
various opinions to appear, and in the past, opportunities were returned to claims that were
difficult to receive lighting. Unlike the past, where validated opinions and numerous public
opinion-based claims were provided in the media, such as broadcasting, all current opinions
are exposed to an almost unlimited literacy environment.

In addition, it has become easier to interact with subculture opinions due to the rapid
growth of the media and the dailyization of SNS. Smartphones have accelerated this
phenomenon. Unlike conventional communication devices, smartphones can freely use the
Internet regardless of the surrounding environment. Among them, it is mainly used for
personal media and SNS. The public was exposed to an environment of literacy outside the
broadcast and newspapers of the public discourse system. And you can easily get in touch with
what people with the same opinion offer. Newspaper and broadcast information has fallen in
authority as one of many pieces of information. Now the standard of authority is determined
by the size of the people who house it. The number of content consumers has become
important as scale has become authoritative. As a result, an environment has been created in
which consumers take the initiative. In the midst of mutual imitation, the transmission
method of newspapers and broadcasting changed little by little.

Also, consumers of electronic media tend to gather together with people who have similar
ideas. Technology has allowed these groups to strengthen their ties while sharing their values.
Electronic media maximizes the advantages of media and mobilizes various materials such as
video, audio, photographs, music, interviews, and visual effects to create interesting content.
These materials are effective in communicating claims and have high transmittance. They
voluntarily create content that promotes their claims or parody other content. In this way, the
electronic media environment created public discourse for enjoyment rather than rational
thinking, weakening the information control mechanism of printing culture.2*

With the development of technology, a further point to keep in mind is that we are exposed
to such an environment from early childhood. Children learn languages in the internet
environment and meet people on the internet. As a result, language learning began to be
separated from the experience of physical attachment, and the experience of others was
virtualized.22

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The days when attachment and language activities formed in relation to my mother and
interaction between the area where I live and the people who live there formed the emotions
and thoughts of the subject have been gone in the past. This will lead the human reasoning
method in unexpected directions.

One of the important properties of electronic media is that they can easily overcome
regional limitations. You can easily connect with someone who isn't here right now, and if you
have the same idea, you can easily communicate with someone on the other side of the globe.
You don't have to know a foreign language. The development of artificial intelligence also
makes it possible to translate foreign languages. On the contrary, this also means that the
importance of the realistic base and foundation of here and now is diminished. The importance
of the community in which the individual lives is relatively weakened, and the virtual world is
made up of members who have ideas like themselves, making the virtual world valuable to
them.

Perhaps the development of the Fourth Industrial and artificial intelligence will further
accelerate this. Artificial intelligence tends to be treated only in terms of employment issues
and economic growth in Korean society. Personalization has already become a major social
problem in modern society, but the active use of artificial intelligence can make the problem
even more serious in the future. Artificial intelligence can accelerate individualism by falling
into the means of fulfilling individual desires and desires. If citizens' bonds are weakened in a
super-individual society and even the public system is not working properly, the sustainability
of society will be irreparably weakened.

Moreover, technological developments are quickly dismantling families. This has been
pointed out as a major problem especially in Korean society. Technological advances have
weakened the role of the middle-aged, and now the middle-aged have lost the authority they
had in the past. And the middle-aged are rather becoming the most dependent. Also, the social
environment, where employment and marriage are difficult, raises questions about the
continuation of traditional family models.

Technology greatly improves human convenience, but at the same time degenerates
humans' inherent abilities. The development of artificial intelligence, in all parts, can help
humans lead a more convenient life. However, a person who has lost decision-making ability
or reasoning ability may live completely dependent only on artificial intelligence. Various
precautions should be taken into consideration in the development of artificial intelligence in
order to maintain human thinking ability and allow free creativity. The need for literacy
education is further emphasized due to this reality.

IV. Literacy and humanities

In the changing literacy environment, disgust, along with fear, forms a strong public
opinion, which reinforces the literacy environment. Especially the fear of foreigners is very
tenacious and powerful. When Yemeni refugees entered Jeju Island in 2018, domestic public
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opinion emphasized anxiety. These were potential criminals, potential Islamic terrorists, and
potential illegal workers. Refugee denials were widespread, with no distinction between men
and women.

The unconditional hatred of Gentiles is based on the fear of the batter. This horrifying
reaction is primarily refusal and expulsion, but may also manifest itself in unconditional
tolerance. Unconditional tolerance is not much different from unconditional disgust. In
general, members of the community do not indiscriminately express their aversion to each
other, and they do not give unconditional tolerance. Before tolerance, members have equal
rights and obligations. Batters without rights and obligations are trapped in the dichotomy of
disgust and tolerance. In order to overcome sympathy and tolerance, it is necessary to have a
hospitality attitude that accepts Gentiles as members of society.

The hospitality is to waive the master's rights without any conditions and welcome guests.
The unconditional absolute hospitality of Gentiles is the attitude of recognizing them as
owners like me before forgiveness and compassion. Absolute hospitality opens my house and
gives him not only to the Gentiles (named) but also to the unknown absolute batter without a
name, he comes and leaves me in a place where I offer him. It requires that you have, and that
you do not require him to be reciprocal, even his name.>23

Hospitality is the act of giving a place' to others. Or it is the act of "acknowledging"
the other's place in society. Here, the meaning of 'giving/recognizing a seat' means
'giving/recognizing rights' attached to the seat. Therefore, hospitality means allowing
the other to enter one's own space, and at the same time, it means reaping hostility
toward the other and allowing access.24

Discrimination has the purpose of gaining or maintaining tangible and intangible
economic benefits through exclusion. However, unfair discrimination of individuals always
returns to disaster. Fear of discrimination can adversely affect another disaster when an
infectious disease is epidemic. If so, we need to worry about partnerships where anyone can
become an equal citizen in a space where positive hospitality of the visitor is given and the
rights of the master are waived.

The humanities, especially novels, have long been interested in these issues. Following
Jeon Sang-guk, Jeong Ho-seung, Jo Jong-lae, and Nam Jeong-hyun, young writers such as
Lee myung-lang and Choen un-young have recently made mixed-race settlers and foreign
workers the issues we need to solve. However, in many cases, the limits of multiculturalism
remain the same in that they look at foreigners from the perspective of the people and the
nation.

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The idea that Korean society is a single ethnic group and the experience of the
independence movement led to the strengthening of the national concept. The perceptions
trapped in these nationalist boundaries no longer match in modern societies where
supranational migration has become commonplace. Attempts are needed to positively
abandon nationalism and the illusion of Korean literature. It is also worth considering
abandoning the academic system of Korean literature and establishing recognition as a local
literature centered on the territory of South Korea, where migration and culture are
progressing on a global level.25

When you leave the boundary of Korean literature, you can exceed the limits of the subject.
The problem of going to the end of the idea and encountering the limits faced is immediately
the batter's problem.2¢

If you stand on the border, you can understand the batter. This is an attempt to escape the
light of the opposite sex and go into the darkness. When the subject empties himself, new
writing is possible for the first time. When the subject who writes the sentence dies and
changes to an empty place through the process of his own disappearance, he really writes the
sentence.?”

Writing actively beyond the subject through imagination by the batter will be able to have
a new experience. You can escape your boundaries in the constant process of becoming a
refugee, a convict on death row, a disabled person, a woman, an elderly person, and so on.
Boundaries are both fences and prisons. The subject was excluded from the strange experience
of typing in this grating. In a world of many possibilities, the subject is nothing more than a
small island. By becoming, the island can be a ship sailing in the sea.

The important thing is to go beyond the wall of the subject. However, the current media
environment and the expected development of artificial intelligence pose a great risk of
trapping humans in walls. Even today, which can be the early stage of artificial intelligence
development, artificial intelligence is deeply ingrained in individual life. Most shopping sites
analyze individual purchasing preferences and automatically recommend products that
consumers may be interested in. Information on books, movies, songs, clothing, travel, etc.
that consumers want is constantly provided in the Internet environment. That is, artificial
intelligence limits individual choices in the name of respecting individual tastes. Personalized
services may pursue convenience through the phenomenon of displaying only news and

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information that suits individual tastes, but as a result, there is a risk of being trapped in one's
own interests, ideas, and political tendencies. Become very large.28

An even more important issue is the risk of prejudice in artificial intelligence. A typical
example is that the artificial intelligence of Amazon, the world's largest e-commerce company
in the United States, was abandoned due to the problem of discriminating against women in
employment.29

You can frequently get news that artificial intelligence learns discrimination and aversion.
Artificial intelligence is so prejudiced because the data it learns is human-made material. In
other words, artificial intelligence reflects the values of the society to some extent, and for this
reason, it reacts discriminatory to women and blacks. Therefore, the trust in the fairness of
artificial intelligence is a myth and close to trust.

The prejudice of artificial intelligence is often due to the bias of the data collected by
artificial intelligence. If society has a universal culture of discrimination against women, the
materials collected by artificial intelligence will have many elements of discrimination against
women. And artificial intelligence will be judged by this kind of standard. Therefore, the basic
discourse environment and ideology of the society will naturally affect it.

Therefore, the development of literacy ability could start with character education rather
than a simple reading and writing problem. However, in Korean society, personality education
is an ambiguous rule whose special goals and goals are unclear. As such, personality education
is another name for extracurricular activities or is part of work and career education. In that
respect, Korean character education, despite the ambiguity and uncertainties of the concept,
forces it into the curriculum and is recognized by students in the process they must overcome
for college entrance exams and employment.3°

It is also a dangerous idea to consider toughness as one standard or condition. One
common character education in a multicultural society is also impossible. Therefore, it is
necessary to set the content and orientation of personality education according to changes in
the environment and the times.

Above all, the part where multicultural education based on assimilation is still maintained
is also the part that should be improved in the future. The two frameworks of assimilation and
multiculturalism basically include exclusion, looking at the settlers from the perspective of a
batter rather than a Korean. The media then reproduces this as it is and reproduces the
perception of the settlers. As a solution to these problems, we are not discriminated against by

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the media and have the right to access the media, talk about ourselves and retain our media if
necessary.3!

Multicultural education is mostly limited to Korean language education, and Korean
culture is introduced in Korean language education. Therefore, the reality is that there is an
absolute shortage of true multicultural education. In this respect, education in Taiwan is
worthy of reference. Like South Korea, Taiwan has a high proportion of immigrant families
through marriage. Taiwan presents the relationship between Taiwanese new immigrant
families, how to view new immigrant families, etc., and focuses on repairing the stereotypes of
the public about new immigrant women and the cognitive errors of domestic people.32

The reason why the literacy environment is so important in the development of literacy
ability is that the existing environment can be an obstacle to the development of literacy ability.
It is very dangerous to be exposed to a literacy environment in a situation where the ability to
verify biased and distorted claims is lacking. This may be the reason why literacy ability
development is necessary. Therefore, the literacy environment should promote mutual
development with literacy ability.

V. Communicator and humanities community

The multicultural phenomenon of our society is expected to have deepened by the substantive
internal need to maintain the stability of community composition and the external factors associated
with the expansion of nomadic ‘moving lives’. Our society, which once regarded a single race as an
ethnic characteristic, is facing major changes. These changes in life have also caused many changes
in the composition and operation of communities of various personal connections. Heterogeneity,
diversity, and temporariness are becoming apparent instead of the typical attributes of the
community in the past: homogeneity, unity, and permanence. Now the structure of the community is
becoming easier and looser, and its members are accompanied by a multi-layered and diverse mix of
cultures. Therefore, for a sustainable community of the future, it is necessary to develop and practice
new communities that respond to these changes.

As mentioned above, the development of science and technology and the expansion of the digital
environment have made it easy to create a variety of social communication methods, and have greatly
expanded the scale of communication. Thanks to this, it has become easier to construct and
communicate with communities that transcend the boundaries of class and hierarchy compared to
the past. On the other hand, however, as the number of communities set up according to the tastes
and preferences of the members increases, the bias, disgust and exclusion of community batters are
becoming more serious. Thus, on the one hand, our society requires the dynamic energy of the

discrimination against outsiders and strangers. However, this kind of duality provides important
clues for setting the orientation of the new community structure. What kind of community are we
trying to form through the spirit of the era that overcomes discrimination and demands connection
and solidarity? In the future community, differences and differences should be kept intact so that a
diversity of each person should not be damaged, and differences and differences should be treated as
subjects that can be equally solidarity rather than as objects of discrimination and exclusion.

As such, we acknowledge and accept diverse heterogeneity and diversity, and propose
‘communicator’ as an entity that realizes polyphonic characteristics by building new values for the
community. The communicator proposed in this thesis is not just a messenger who conveys
individual thoughts and opinions, but refers to a ‘citizen with communication ability as a member of
the community’. Through this seemingly simple definition, we can ask questions such as “How will
we construct citizens’ communicative ability?”, or “How will we realize citizens' communicative
ability?”. Inthe end, these questions can be said to be asking about a way to acquire the qualities of
a ‘communicator’ as a social being with communicative ability.

What constitutes the communication ability of the ‘communicator'? First of all, communicators
need the ability to discover problems in the community and the world and understand the essence of
the problems. He must be able to "discover" global issues such as industry, class, education, human
rights, gender etc., and "individualize" those issues. Conversely, it must be able to “globalize” the
problems that are internalized to individuals. Through such a change in thinking the immediate
problem can be solved and an accurate solution can be devised. In addition, the communicator must
be able to independently compose and logically express his or her opinions and assertions. And it is
necessary to have an attitude of being able to listen to the opinions and claims of others without
prejudice. This attitude creates an opportunity to improve the situation by revealing the essence of
the problem by sharing and objectifying the problem situation.

In the end, the communication ability required of communicators is to understand the social
meaning is caused by the bumps of various relationships. Also, it can be said that it is the ability to
actively solve various problem situations caused by complex relationships. Therefore, the
communicator must be beyond the refinement and skill of verbal expression. He is a person who
interacts equally with colorful individuals with respect for others and an unbiased attitude, and he is
also a person who can ultimately work together with community members to solve problems by
actively responding to problems arising from all relationships. The ability to think and understand all
kinds of phenomena surrounding humans, this is the humanities literacy. In other words, a
communicator is a person who has the capacity of humanities literacy and is applicable.

Therefore, the communicators proposed in this paper are not special individuals with superior
abilities. Now that the citizenship of the community is being enhanced more than ever,
communicators can be said to be ‘one citizen' who has humanistic literacy capabilities and can
demonstrate communicative capabilities. In short, the qualities of a communicator are not passively
acquired by the teachings of good leaders or the declarative enlightenment of public policy. Each

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member of the community must be able to actively acquire and practice the qualities of a
communicator. Therefore, for communicators, the boundaries between inside and outside, here and
there, residents and strangers, and locals and foreigners are meaningless. Each individual
constituting the community has equal rights and responsibilities and becomes a diverse
communicator of the community. A community newly formed by communicators with these qualities
deserves to be called a ‘humanity community’. The higher the competence of the communicators that
make up the community, the greater the dynamics of the humanities community will be strengthened
by the various respected communicators.

At this point, the importance of education on communicators is raised for the flexible composition
and gradual growth of future communities. Since the communicator is a ‘citizen’, the education of the
communicator must ultimately proceed in the form of a kind of civic education. Instead of civic
education such as the current one-off and one-off event, our entire society should become the site of
civic education and provide systematic and continuous education. A new paradigm for civic education
is being demanded of us now. There is a need for a community civic education system that organically
combines local governments, educational institutions, and civic groups. A variety of communication
education to share reflections on the new community and the citizenship that constitutes it, and to
enhance the social communication capacity of the community should be provided through the
community citizenship education system. The humanities community education about the spirit of
community and its practice, not the acquisition of knowledge or simple improvement of skills, will be
able to awaken individual citizenship. In addition, this educational method will be able to cultivate
healthy citizens, who are communicator realize their civic qualities in daily life.

As we have seen so far, a communicator is a person with humanistic capabilities, and he is also a
person with flexible yet highly civic qualities. Therefore, a communicator could be an important
alternative to social demands at this time of need for a new perspective and access to the status and
role of the citizens that make up the community.

VI. Conclusion

In this paper, we pay attention to the multiculturalism that is expanding in our society,
and see ‘now’ as a good time to explore a new paradigm of the community, when various
problems emerge from the global disaster situation. So, it emphasized the importance of
establishing the foundation for humanities and enhancing literacy capacity as a force that
drives the paradigm shift for the formation of a sustainable community.

Accordingly, we conducted comprehensive and objective reflection on the issues of individuals
and others emerging in our society as a priority task to improve literacy capabilities. As a result, we
recognized the danger of discrimination and exclusion inherent in the advanced technology
development and convenience. In addition, it was found that humanities’ foundations such as the
ethics of hospitality instead of sympathy and tolerance toward strangers are important factors for
enhancing the literacy capacity of the community.

Finally, it proposed a 'communicator' as a new civic quality that can learn the humanities spirit
that the community aims for and drive the full convergence between community and community,
individual and individual. And emphasized the need for community citizen education to educate
these communicators. As a new citizen, communicators are beyond just the skill of verbal
communication. In other words, a communicator is a person who recognizes each member of the
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community as an ‘citizen of equal right’ and interacts with various individuals equally. In addition, he
is able to promote the continuation and development of the community and he is a person with
humanistic literacy capacity for community culture. Therefore, the qualities of a communicator that
this paper focuses on do not mean that of a great leader. It refers to the universal quality of citizens
who can organize and operate communities. A communicator with such humanistic literacy
capabilities can be said to be the new citizens required by the accelerating multicultural society.
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
