Nuclear Arms Control Policies by
Muao Zedong and Deng Xiaoping

The purposes of this paper are to analyze China's nuclear arms control
policies set by Mao and Deng and to propose China to be included in a
variety of international arms control regime currently concentrated on the
Unites States of America (USA). and the former Soviet Union, considering
the fast growing China’s military power.

China's nuclear arms control policies during the Mao era from 1950’s to
mid 1970's had been decisively influenced by the change of the international
security environment. During the 1950's the People’s Republic of China
(PRC) for its national security had to support the former Soviet Union's
policies including the establishment of nuclear free zone, since the PRC
almost totally relied its national security on the Soviets.

Entering the 1960’s China couldn’t accept Soviet's one-sided and complete
arms control suggestions because at that time China did not have any nuclear
weapons. S0, China denied the Limited Nuclear Test Ban Treaty signed by
the Soviet Union and concentrated on the development of nuclear weapons.
But, successfully developing nuclear weapons in 1964, China’s arms control
policies started to change. Despite China’s suggestion for nuclear no-first
use and nuclear arms reduction in the world, China denied signing the
NPT.

Becoming a member of the UN in 1971, China started to have a positive
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attitude towards nuclear arms control. Eventually leading to the signing of
the Tratelco Treaty, China became to affiliate with the international society.
Although criticizing SALT, China showed movement in approaching the
technical oriented arms control.

By the opening of the Deng era, China faced another wave of change.
China wanted to establish a safer external security environment, and with
this  successfully accomplish the four modernization program, therefore
voluntarily participated in the arms control talks. China, argued that the
two superpowers must reduce their nuclear arsenals by 50%, ban arms race
in space, and started to participate in IAEA. China hbelieved that participa-
tion in the arms control game will lead to the arms reduction in the USA
and the USSR, and eventually strengthen its national security.

China's nuclear arms control policies have not become a worldwide
interest. Although not reaching the USA and Soviet's nuclear capabilities,
the destructive power of nuclear weapons, and the unpredictability of
China's external behavior lead to suggestions that it is necessary to tie

China with the framework of nuclear arms control regime.
