[Abstract]

Korean police have been established as a national police system since the liberation of Korea and
have been operated as a centralized police system for a long time, and a police committee was
established under the enactment of the Police Act in 1991. However, the National Police Commission
has a problem that it cannot perform the functions of the original National Police Commission because
it is only a simple advisory body, not an institution that reviews and decides major policies related to
police administration. As a result, despite the passage of a full amendment to the Police Act in 2020
and the revision of the Act to the Organization and Operation of the National Police and Local Police,
operational and compositional problems still exist. Therefore, this study intends to propose the current

state of operation and problems of the police committee system and measures for improvement.
