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[Abstract]

The purpose of the present study was to test the relationship between perceived parenting styles and
emotional problems among adolescents, and to obtain basic informations in terms of preventing and
reducing the emotional problems. Based on literature review, a structural equation model to explain the
causal relationships between democratic parenting and emotional problems, and between controlling
parenting and emotional problems respectively. This study analyzed the 6" and 7" data from Korean
Children and Youth Panel Survey. The major results of the study are as follows. First, democratic
parenting had a negative relationship with emotional problems. Second, controlling parenting had a
positive relationship with emotional problems. Third, according to the gender and level of subjective
health, there were significant differences in perceived parenting styles and emotional problems. Finally,
in terms of improving parenting skills and reducing emotional problems, implications of the research

findings and suggestions were discussed.
