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[Abstract]

In this paper, the purpose of this study was to analyze various information related to the government's
youth entrepreneurship support policy, propose a customized entreprencurship promotion strategy for
college students majoring in sports, and increase their entrepreneurship efficacy. Through this, the aim
was to increase the entrepreneurship efficacy of sports majors. Firstly, a literature study was conducted,
and secondly, alternatives for promoting entrepreneurship among college students majoring in sports were
analyzed based on expert interviews. Therefore, the following suggestions were made. 1. Recognizing the
added value and individuality of the sports field in startup policy. 2. Creation of a start-up network and
platform for sports majors to start a business. 3. Sports start-up space composition. 4. Organizing and
supporting start-up clubs. 5. Activating entrepreneurship education and competitions in capstone design

and employment seminar subjects. 6. Increasing start-up efficacy through start-up mentoring.
