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A Study on Evaluation of Korean Collection of North America :
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ABSTRACT

This paper evaluated the collection development of the Korean collection at the A university
over the several decade. Compared against the ACRL standard Formula A, the result
demonstrated that the Korean library collection is still needed to increase Korean collection
to support Korean-related program and Korean community in the area. When we share western
language materials in the library as the same area studies resources, we can evaluate Korean
studies collection as Level B. Comparison with similar institutions (ARL comparisons) shows
that the collection is the middle among 15 universities which provide Korean programs. The
situation for Korean resources at the A university is needed to get more support from Korean
institutes and Korean societies to keep up with the Korean collection for academics and regional

community users as well.
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
