ABSTRACT

Business Intelligence(BI) is being used by the individuals who make decisions for
management. Dashboard supports business intelligence by visualizing data, information,
and knowledge so that they can be grasped at a glance. In this study, applications of
dashboard were analyzed in the ARL libraries websites. Furthermore, the study suggested
methods to establish and use the information system of the business intelligence and
dashboard on the academic library websites in Korea. The findings of this study are expected
to serve as the basic data to utilize the business intelligence and dashboard as a tool
with which Korean academic libraries can demonstrate their value to the stakeholders
in the academic community.
