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ABSTRACT

Subject headings support the effective access of children’s picture books. However, it
is difficult to select subject terms from titles or table of contents in children’s picture
books because of their relatively little textual information. Therefore, it is necessary to
assign subject terms to each picture book. However, it is not adequate to use general
subject headings because the types and levels of general subject headings are different
from special subject headings for the children’s materials. For this reason, this study
aims to develop subject headings for children’s picture books. The subject terms in A to
Zoo were selected, and the selected terms were translated into Korean and modified for
the Korean culture and language. Other reference books, such as Elementary Korean
Dictionary, were also used to determine adequate terms for children. The resulting subject
headings were assigned to the recommended picture books for children and used to search
by subject, browse, and recommend books.
