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ABSTRACT

This study examines cases of digital humanities education programs at universities, university
libraries and digital humanities centers in the United States. As a result of the research, it was
analyzed that the university-centered education program operates in conjunction with other
departments to take courses related to humanities and digital technology in general. The digital
humanities education program is not operated as a full degree program, but most programs are
operated as graduate certificate programs, and it is required to require a graduate degree in library
and information science and humanities in advance. Most of the digital humanities centers run
educational programs centered on faculty and postdoctoral researchers in universities in connection
with universities and university libraries to support the humanities scholars. Lastly, the university’s
digital humanities education program is operated in the form of research support for students
and researchers of all majors. In addition, the content of the educational program focused on the
practice for digital projects rather than theory. Empowering digital literacy and supporting digital
technology-based research has become a new role for university libraries, which requires libraries
to play a central role in digital humanities education.
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
