A Phenomenological Redefinition

of the Aesthetic Experience
: On the Body—Phenomenology and Aesthetic Theory of
Hermann Schmitz

Today modern aesthetics takes a fundamentally pessimistic position
on the possibility of comprehensive and systematic theories of aesthetic
experiences and arts. Of course, it has studied various aesthetic phenomena
in  photography, film and television, and reaped the fruit of
social-economical, structuralistic, semiotical and psychoanalystic
investigation into them. Yet, modern aesthetics has hardly sought its
theoretical approach to explaining the status of aesthetic experiences and
arts from the viewpoint of ontology and philosophical anthropology that
observe human experiences as a whole.

In this respect, it is very significant to analyze and reconstruct
Herman Schmitz's(1928 - ) the phenomenology of body and his aesthetics
theory. Above all, his theoretical approach is greatly comprehensive and
systematic one based on broad and elaborate analysis on the feelings of
body and its experiences. Schimitz 1s one of the most productive and
original philosophers in the contemporary German Philosophy after
Heidegger and Wittgenstein. With M. Merleau-Ponty, he is estimated to
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have produced remarkable achievements on vivid and sensuous experiences
of body. And he explicates unique and persuasive theories about themes
such as subjectivity, feeling, atmosphere, the chaotic manifold that have
taken a marginal position in the history of western philosophy. He also
explains the important meaning of aesthetic experience and arts on the
basis of the theory of phenomenology of body and philosophical
anthropology, namely, in the frame of theoretical reflection on finding
oneself in the one’s surroundings as fundamental mission of philosophy.

In this paper, I try to describe and to discuss systematically the basic
structure and notions of the phenomenological philosophy and aesthetic
theory of Hermann Schmitz that has, so far as I know, never been
introduced to this country till now. In a first step, it makes clear the
fundamental intention of his philosophy to rescue the importance of
‘subjective facts’ for human life and experience through body-
phenomenological turn. Schmitz underlines two main causes for the neglect
and repression of concrete body feeling(das leibliche Befinden) in the
history of the western philosophy. One is ‘the metaphysics of soul since
Democrit, and the other is the ‘physiological-sensualistic reduction’ of
concrete perceptions and feelings as a whole to objective sense data at one
side and subjective inner feelings at the other.

The second part of this paper explains the essential framework and
concepts of the ontology of Schmitz’ philosophy. It deals with the
distinction of ‘primitive presence’ and ‘unfolded presence’, ‘situation’ and
‘impression’ as fundamental ontological categories and the notion of the
‘chaotic manyfold’.

In the third part I move on to explicate the basic structure and
concepts of the anthropology of Schmitz philosophy. Main themes which

play a crucial role in it are  ‘bodily = communication’,
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‘em-bodying (Einleibung)’, ‘alphabet of body—feeling’, ‘personality’ and
‘playing identification’. It also accounts for Schmitz' theory of emotion of
which the core argument consists in the provocative maintenance “The
emotion is spatially extended.” This theory can be regarded as a
consequently anti-subjective and post—centralistic attempt which radicalizes
the antecedent theories of W. James and J.-P. Sartre.

In the fourth part we discuss the theory of aesthetic experience and
art in Schmitz’ philosophy. He sees the important meaning of the poetry
and art in fundamental modes of objectifying through which we can
emancipate ourselves from drastic affective being-surprised(das affektives
Betroffensein). Schmitz argues that one should distinguish the poetry from
the art, for the former can be defined as careful explication of
complex—chaotic situations with appropriate words and expressions, while
the latter 1s a sensitive figure or appearance with specific
atmospheric—emotional qualities that fascinate us directly bodily and invite
us into a bodily communication and a playing identification with it.

Therefore, to discuss his body—phenomenology will give the
opportunity of a new approach to comprehensive and systematic theory of
aesthetics. It also renders the chance to understand other related subjects
such as relationships between aesthetic experiences and artistic

experiences, categories of the beautiful and the sublime, aesthetic attitude.
