This is an analysis of Jihun's poems based on the viewpoint propounded by DOI
Takeo in his book, The Anatomy of Dependence, and sets out to establish that in
his strongly emotive poems written with his wife and children as subjects, Jihun
has shown the psychology of a childlike expectation of being pampered and of
being loved. According to the actantial model of A.J. Greimas, the childlike
expectation of being pampered is a subject’s desire towards an object. But there
are also many poems by Jihun in which he describes the feeling of ‘being loved ,
which is intermingled with the theme of death to show a necrophilia bent.
