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Early Achaemenid Yehud:
Boundaries, Setlements, and Populations

The purpose of this paper is to examine the boundaries, settlements and populations of
the Yehud region during the early Achaemenid period. The method of this study is close
to that of literature research. This paper summarizes and compares their claims, mainly
focusing on Kenneth G. Hoglund, Oded Lipschits, Charles E. Carter, and Joel Weinberg,
who studied the boundaries, settlements and populations of the Yehud region.

First, as for the boundary and settlement, the early Achaemenid Yehud region
was divided into east, west, north, and south, and the contents discussed so far were
summarized. The east includes Jericho, the northern regions of Bethel, and the lower Beth
Horon. The south includes the Engedi, Tekoa, the Beth-zur, and the Shephelah area, west
of Keilah. The west includes Shephelah and Rift Valley. The north includes the territory
occupied by the Benjamin tribe. Especially in the Benjamin area, Mizpah has been used asa
base area, and Bethel, Gibeah, and Gibeon are to be noted.
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Second, as for the population, it was organized around Hoglund, Lipschits, Carter, and
Weinberg. After the time of captivity, the Yehud region was reduced in population due
to famine and long-term war. The Benjamin area continued its agricultural production
activities, but Jerusalem was completely destroyed, and thus people moved to other
surrounding areas. Through the policies of the Achaemenid Empire, the population of
Jerusalem began to grow again.

Through the end of the Iron Age IT and the early Achaemenid period, the population of
Benjamin began to decrease, but the population around the Jerusalem and environs began
to increase. The decline in the population of the Benjamin region and the increase in the
population of Jerusalem and its surrounding areas are due to the administrative policies of

the early Achaemenid Empire.
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
