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A Study on Changes in the Muslim
Identification of Arab Immigrants

Dong Moon Kim

This study analyzed Canadian census data concerning the
religious nature of immigrants from Arab Islamic regions, eval-
uating their Muslim identity in terms of the difference between
“Muslim” as a community member and “Muslim” as a religious
adherent. Findings show that the longer one’s immigration pe-
riod, the weaker one’s Muslim identity. In addition, while the
proportion of Muslims was higher than 90 percent in the Arab
Islamic countries of origin, it was below 30 percent in the im-
migrant community. Moreover, the number of Arab Muslim im-
migrants who self-identified as having “no religion” is growing
rapidly. This study concludes that there is no reasonable ground

to interpret the immigration from Arab Islamic countries as a
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stereotyped “Muslim flocking.”
