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The purpose of this study is to suggest the directions to develop standard curriculum
for the University-level Program (UP) of English in Korea. The UP program is a
Korean curriculum sponsored by the Ministry of Education and Technology, which
offers standardized courses to high school students that are generally recognized to be
equivalent to undergraduate courses in college. Participating colleges grant credit to
students who obtained high enough scores on the exams to qualify. This study
reviewed the data on line of the English and second language French curricula of AP
(Advanced Placement) of the United States, IB (International Baccalaureate) of
Europe, and GCE (General Certificate of Education)-A Level of the Great Britain, and
analyzed the English courses of the current English curricular of high schools and
colleges of Korea. The results show that ‘AP English Language & Composition’,
‘Second Language’ (English) of IB, and ‘Modern French Language’ of GCE-A Level
are closely connected with those of high school and college of Korea, and writing is
central to the AP English courses and IB second language, and four skill (listening,
reading, speaking and writing) development in GCE-A Level Modern French
Language. The various topics like social issues, culture, mass media, etc for the course
are considered more suitable for the Korean UP program rather than those of specific
literary themes related with drama, poem, novel, etc.

Section I: Listening

Listening skills are tested in two ways on the exam. First, students are asked to listen to a series of
brief exchanges between two speakers. The exchanges are spoken twice, after which students choose
the most appropriate rejoinder from the four choices printed in their exam booklets. In the second

portion of the listening part, students listen to recorded dialogues or brief monologues and then, after
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each, they are asked questions on what they have just heard. The questions as well as the answer
choices for the questions based on dialogues are printed in the exam booklet. Before listening to each

dialogue, students will be given 30 seconds to read the questions based on it.

Section I: Reading
This part of the exam comprises several prose passages (and occasionally a poem) followed by
multiple-choice questions on their content. Some questions testing knowledge and understanding of

grammatical structure may be included among the questions following each reading passage.

Section II: Writing

On this part of the exam, students are asked to demonstrate knowledge of French structure by filling
in omitted words or verb forms within paragraphs. They are also asked to show their ability to
express ideas in written French by writing a 40-minute essay on a given topic. The essays are
evaluated for appropriateness and range of vocabulary, grammatical accuracy, idiomatic usage,

organization, and style. See the following examples.

Section II: Speaking

On the speaking part of the exam, students record their responses to questions based on some visual
stimulus (a picture or series of pictures), which provides a context for the questions. The questions
are printed in the exam booklet and are also heard on a master recording. Students are given 90
seconds to prepare their answers and 60 seconds to respond to each question. Students are told to
begin to speak as soon as they have heard the tone signal on the recording. The recorded responses

are later scored by school and college French teachers at the AP Reading.

(b) Some would say that we can never escape the past. Explore this idea in at least two literary works
you have studied.

Or

(c) With reference to at least two works you have studied discuss the reasons why each work has
been set in a particular place.
