This paper begins by presenting the importance and weight of Latin
grammar in the classical studies, in conjunction with a brief sketch of the
history of Latin grammar, which began in the 1st century BC under the
influence of Greek grammar. The key point here consists of the concepts
and terms that have been adopted in our newly published Latin grammar
textbook Fabula docet. This paper then examines the Latin textbooks pub-
lished in South Korea since liberation from Japanese occupation, and the
trend of Latin textbooks that have recently become popular in Europe and
America. Finally, we introduce and explain the structure and content of
our newly published Latin grammar textbook Fabula docet, dealing with
issues such teaching methods and extent of basic Latin grammar for stu-
